ENC 1101: Composition

Expository writing with emphasis on effective communication and critical thinking, emphasizing the writing process.  Writing topics are based on selected readings and student experience.
ENC 1102: Composition

Focus on extensive research in analytical and argumentative writing based on a variety of readings from the humanities.  Emphasis on developing critical thinking and diversity of perspective.
CRW 3011: Creative Writing for Non-Majors

The techniques of literary genres; the practice and critique of original work by peers; critical reading of established authors. Designed for non-majors. 
CRW 3013: Creative Writing for English Majors
Literary genres; practice and critique of peer writing; critical reading of established authors.
